THE VILLAGE OF LACEY
By Mahala Landrum — April 2004 FR Gazette

Shortly after the formation of our township in
1871, a little village grew up in the western part of Lacey.
which had formerly belonged to Dover Township. A bit
east of Bamber and numbering only five or six families, it
was called “Lacey” There's nothing left there now,
except a few foundations of houses (maybe not even
those) and the road that led to it off Lacey Rd. is now so
overgrown that you'd never know it was there. The
families all spoke French, and they came to grow

“grapes.

A letter from one of the earliest residents paints
a colorful, but exaggerated, picture of the village,
emphasizing its healthful climate and the benefits of
viniculture.... The message is in large part a propaganda
piece to encourage settlement: -

“To Mr. H. DeMareil, Editor of the Messager-Franco-
American, July 27, 1873. :
Dear Sir:

| am now settled in Lacey-Ocean County-New
Jersey. Lacey is the second station in the Railroad
going from Whiting Junction to Tuckerton.

in about four hours we can go from New York to
Philadelphia. 1 share with him, Lombard, an expert
vinemaker for Pignon, Herault, a vineyard of eight
thousand plants bearing since 1872.

The fruit here is not as early as in North Carolina
and the other southern states, but it is surer, and have
been told that in the whole country it has never been
killed by spring frosts. The ground is excellent for
growing grapes and other fruits

In the lower sections they cultivate cranberries
more profitable than in any other part of the world.
There is no healthier climate probably because of the
Cedar forests and the proximity to the ocean.

Thousands of people suffering from fevers have
been perfectly cured in this section.

The population is not yet very dense, that is why
the first people who come to settle near us will be able to
buy land at the station for $100 for ten acres.

We have in our cellars wines by inexperienced
hands, which are good, especially the “Franklin” of 1872,
which is not surpassed by the “Rossilon.” Thus we have
the greatest confidence in our future.

We would be happy to be of some use by our
advices and our methods of work to those of our
countrymen who might come and enlarge our coiony.
